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Market day occurred at Shel-
by High School on May 12th 
and at the Mercantile Mall on 
May 19th. Market day is a 
student hosted event, run by 
Lexi Fisherôs Entrepreneur-
ship Class. Students were 
tasked with creating their own 
product, marketing that prod-
uct to the public, and trying to 
make back their initial loan.  
 
Cameron Blevins, a student 
in the class, talked about the 
process of creating her prod-
uct. ñRight away, Taylor and I 
knew we wanted to make 
flags. Once we knew that, we 
just had to find a website to 
put them together on.ò  

 
However, knowing what you 

want to make is only half the battle. You also have to market your 
product so that people actually come and buy it. Blevins com-
mented on that as well, saying, ñWe kind of did the same thing as 
everyone else with our posters, but we also posted it on Face-
book.ò  
 

Finally, what some would argue is the most important part, profit. 
All groups achieved a profit and were able to repay their initial 
debts.  Belvin's group achieved a profit of $160, and they are still 
making profit because they have flags on back order.  
  
Randon Richmond worked together with Delaney Clark, and they 
made and sold Italian cream sodas during market day. Instead of 
using a website to set up and order flags to sell at market day, as 
Blevins had done, Richmond and Clark had to go out and buy the 
ingredients to make their Italian 
cream sodas beforehand.  
  
At the time of their interview, 
they were still calculating their 
total profit, but he estimated 
they had made approximately 
$200. They marketed their Ital-
ian cream sodas via social me-
dia and posters around Shelby. 
  
After market day, Kyle McDer-
mott learned how difficult it was 
to make a profit when the nec-
essary materials for a product 
are more expensive than ex-
pected.
